General Guidelines

Artists and Craft Artisans:
- No imported artwork or crafts. They must be original and
handmade by artists and craftwork by a seller.

Food Vendors:
- Food sales are limited to Japanese-Food Truck Vendors only.

- Food sales are conducted in accordance with the standards of
Vancouver Coastal Health, and all necessary documents (Coastal
health Mobile Food Permit with a valid health decal) must be
submitted to Coastal Health and to Steveston Buddhist Temple.

- All Japanese-Food Truck Vendors must submit copies of the
following documents to the Steveston Buddhist Temple:
a. Richmond Business License
b. Proof of Insurance
c. Coastal Health Mobile Food Permit with a valid health decal

- Japanese-Food Truck Vendors are required to provide their own
generator.

Japanese Food Artisans:

- Locally crafted foods are limited to low-risk home baked bread,
buns, brownies, cookies, muffins, pickled vegetables, jam etc.
Please refer to home-prepared, prepackaged, non-potentially
hazardous foods listed in Appendix | from BC Centre for Disease
Control. These products must be sold prepackaged in sealed bags,
cans, jars and plastic containers.

- No prepackaged imported foods.

- Assign which states “This Food has been prepared in a kitchen that
is not inspected by a regulatory authority” must be presented at
the booth.

- Food samples for tasting should be individually portioned in paper
cups, cups, and on toothpicks. In such cases, a sink for
handwashing is required for hygiene purposes.



- Home prepared/packaged food may be subject to Canadian Food
Inspection Agency and health Canada requirements for allergens,
labeling, weights and measures. Vendors are advised to check
with their local CFIA office to ensure their packages/labels comply
with applicable federal requirements.

- Food sales are conducted in accordance with the standards of
Vancouver Coastal Health. Depending on the type of food,
submission to Vancouver Coastal Health may be required.
Therefore, all Japanese Food Artisans must submit original
documents of Temporary Food Application Form to Steveston
Buddhist Temple.

For more detailed information about low-risk foods, make sure to confirm
the separate folder.

Performers and Others:
- Performances must be Japanese cultural related
- Other categorized participants will be selected on our end.

Google Form according to the date stated in the previous page.
